
 
 

“13. And Moses said unto the people, fear ye not, stand still, and see the salvation of the LORD, 

which he will shew to you today: for the Egyptians whom ye have seen today, ye shall see them again 

no more forever. 14. The LORD shall fight for you, and ye shall hold your peace” (Exodus 14:13-14).  
 

Here we see Moses leading the people of God Israel out of Egypt to the Promised Land. Millions of 

people headed out of Egypt. God demonstrated His sovereignty over all of creation and His 

superiority over the false gods of Egypt. The last plague, the death of the firstborn of Egypt Pharaoh 

agreed to let people of Israel go. We can learn three things from this true incident:  
 

1). GOD PROMISED HIS PROMISED PRESENCE WITH HIS PEOPLE: It is wonderful to know that 

God is a person and He created us in His image and likeness. He wants to have relationship with us 

and we can see that He shows this to us by His Promised Presence!  
 

2). GOD PROMISED TO DIRECT HIS PEOPLE: In this book of Exodus we see that God Almighty 

was Present in the pillar of cloud and in the pillar of fire and directing the people of Israel. It was 

obvious that if they would follow His direction they can be delivered from the clutches of the enemy. 

Here one thing is most important to notice: (a). God instructs us to take position where He wants to 

take us. (b). God direction is always not the easiest way. (c). God`s direction always requires faith.  
 

3). GOD PROMISED TO DELIVER HIS PEOPLE: We as the followers of God and must understand 

one truth is the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob is a God of deliverance! After Moses brought them 

out of the Egypt they could not go further because of the Red Sea. They could not go back because 

of the Egyptians military. People of Israel started murmuring and complaining against Moses. Moses 

encouraged the people of Israel to trust God. From verses 13 and 14 we can learn about God:  
  

1). God comforts His people - “Do not fear”  
 

2). God does not leave His people, nor forsake us – “You will see the salvation of the Lord.” 
 

3). God expects His people to trust Him Alone – “Stand firm…keep silent before God.”  
 

4). God protects His people – “You will never see them again forever.” 
 

5). God fights for His people – And He is always Victorious, “The Lord will fight for you.”  
 

What a wonderful God we have and serve! He always keeps His promises which He made to us into 

His Word. No matter what is going on around us we need to fix our eyes on Jesus, our ultimate hope 

is in Him and in His Word! He has given told us that His Promised Presence is with us even in the any 

kind of life-storm. Let us take courage from His Word and let us march forward with the responsibility 

which He has entrusted on us to complete. God is the Author and Finisher and He will complete it. Let 

us be obedient to His Word and continue to trust Him Alone without any doubt!
